Hello again,

Welcome to another issue of our DX MAGAZINE. I'm sorry that our DX MAGAZINE is very late this
month. Unfortunately our old LOGBOOK Editor Paul Lecleir has resigned from this "job" after nearly 20 years
(he started in August 1980 as Mediumwave Editor) due to personal reasons. Therefore I had to compile
this month's Logbook besides all the other club work and without Paul's experience - not having written the
Logbook for a long time. Let me take this opportunity to thank Paul very much for all the hours he has
invested to write the Logbook during this long period.

We now need a new LOGBOOK EDITOR (preferably with a personal computer and e-mail
access) as soon as possible. If you happen to be interested to write our Logbook in the future, please
do not hesitate to write to me.

And now over to our usual news from outside the club: From May 8th to June 2nd, Turkey will host
the ITU's World Radiocommunication Conference (WRC 2000), an event which will play a key role in
determining what kinds of wireless systems will be available at the start of the next millennium. The four-week
long conference, which is held every two to three years, is the forum where countries decide on the shared
use of the frequency spectrum to allow the deployment or growth of all types of radiocommunication services,
from television and radio broadcasting to mobile telephony, maritime and aeronautical navigation and safety
systems, and science services. Until the close of the conference on Friday 2 June, the meeting rooms of
the Istanbul Convention and Exhibition Centre (ICEC) will be the home of close to 2 000 participants
representing both government and private interests. Delegations led by senior government officials and
including executives from the corporate world will negotiate on how to make use of the radio-frequency
spectrum - a finite resource - equitably and to improve ̀ spectrum efficiency' of radiocommunications services
- that is, the ability to deliver the same service using less spectrum or to share spectrum with other services
without causing harmful interference. One of the most important tasks of each World Radiocommunication
Conference is to examine and decide on proposals for new or revised frequency allocations required for
the introduction of new services or expansion of existing ones. As the usable portion of the frequency
spectrum becomes ever-more heavily subscribed, and as more and more new services clamour for the
allocations needed to make their systems operational, the stakes at each conference are getting higher
and higher.

The International Telecommunication Union (ITU) is organizing the fourth regional TELECOM event
for the American continent - ITU TELECOM AMERICAS 2000. Hosted for the second time by the Government
of Brazil, this event will be taking place from April 10th to 15th in Rio de Janeiro's Rio Centro.

The Association for International Broadcasting, P.O. Box 4440, Walton, CO14 8BX, United Kingdom
(<http://www.aib.org.uk>), has just published the first issue of its new Global Broadcasting Guide,
substituting AIB's Global Radio Guide. It is published twice a year, in January and May, and lists all the
international radio programmes in English, together with a selection of leading international television
channels, and tells you how to receive them, wherever you are in the world. Full contact details are given
for all broadcast stations - including postal address, telephone, fax, e-mail and internet sites. The Guide
has retained its handy A5 format (the January issue has 36 pages) and high production standards, but the
cost is now as low as UK £1.70/US$2.80 per copy post paid. Payment by credit card or cheque in UK £.
The AIB suggests that purchasers take out a one or two year subscription.

Im Januar erschienen im Siebel Verlag, Auf dem Steinbüchel 6, D-53340 Meckenheim, völlig neu-
bearbeitete und erweiterte Ausgaben von zwei Büchern, die zu den Klassikern im Funkliteraturbereich
zählen:  Zusatzgeräte für den Funkempfang von Harald Kuhl und Wolf Siebel ist ein äußerst
nützlicher und informativer Ratgeber, in dem alle Arten von Zusatzgeräten gründlich erklärt, vorgestellt und
beurteilt werden. So erfährt der Leser alles über Antennen, Anpaßgeräte, Langwellen-Konverter, Geräte
zum Mitschneiden der empfangenen Sendungen, Kopfhörer und Zusatzlautsprecher, Decodierung von
Funkfernschreiben, Telegrafie und Fax, Geräte zur Verminderung von Störungen, und vieles mehr. Dieses
Kompendium von 288 Seiten mit vielen Fotos und Abbildungen ist erhältlich für DM 29,80 vom Verlag oder
im Buchhandel (ISBN 3-89632-041-6).

In seinem Buch Ionosphäre und Wellenausbreitung erklärt Gerd Klawitter leichverständlich, wie
weltweiter Funkempfang überhaupt funktioniert und wie man sich die Zusammenhänge zwischen Sonne,
Ionosphäre und Wellenausbreitung für eigene Empfangserfolge zunutze machen kann. Neu aufgenommen
wurden Tests aller zur Zeit erhältlichen PC-Programme, mit denen die Ausbreitungsbedingungen berechnet
werden können. Auch die im Internet zur Verfügung stehenden Informationsquellen werden ausführlich
vorgestellt. Das Buch mit einem Umfang von 192 Seiten mit vielen Zeichnungen und Grafiken (erstmals
teilweise in Farbe) ist erhältlich für DM 24,80 vom Verlag oder im Buchhandel (ISBN 3-89632-039-4).

Unter dem Motto “30 Jahre SWLCS-Kurzwellenhörerclub Saar” veranstaltet der ShortWave Listeners
Club Saar in der Zeit vom 1. März bis einschließlich 6. August 2000 seinen Jubiläums-Kontest. Die
Teilnahme ist unabhängig von jeglicher Klubmitgliedschaft. Im Kontestzeitraum sollten jeweils 2 Rundfunk-
stationen aus Europa, Asien, Afrika, Nord-Amerika, Süd-Amerika und Australien (inkl. Ozeanien) gehört
werden.

Auch hier gilt der Kontestzeitraum. Abschließend sind noch drei Fragen zu beantworten. Die
Teilnahmegebühr beträgt DM 10,00 (in bar, Verrechnungsscheck oder gültigen Postwertzeichen der
Deutschen Post AG). Sie ist zusammen mit dem Kontestvordruck an die SWLCS-Zentralanschrift mit dem
Vermerk “Kontest 2000” zu schicken. Einsendeschluss ist der 19. August 2000. Alle Teilnehmer erhalten
ein attraktives Diplom. Wer 200 Punkte erreicht hat, nimmt an der Verlosung einiger interessanter Preise
teil. Übrigens, es gibt keine Sprachbegrenzungen, d.h., es ist gleich in welcher Sprache die Stationen
empfangen werden. Kontestvordrucke und die vollständigen Teilnahmebedingungen sind gegen Rückporto
erhältlich vom: SWLCS c/o Peter Hell, “Kontest 2000”, Postfach 1230, D-66585 Merchweiler.

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AT THE TONE: A HISTORY OF NIST RADIO STATIONS WWV/H/B 
(Audio Compact Disc and Deluxe Annotated Book )
 
It has been said that WWV has more listeners than any other single radio station in the world, yet most people have never
heard of it. Those who pursue the hobby of short-wave radio listening are undoubtedly familiar with WWV's methodical
dissemination of time ticks and tones, but few are aware of the sundry and complex changes it has undergone in its nearly
80-year existence. The result of five years' labor, AT THE TONE is the definitive attempt to provide a detailed historical
perspective on the station's development.

Although there are several print-based resources extant on this subject, AT THE TONE is unique for its four decades' worth of
remarkable recordings from a long-time SWL. The recordings date from 1962 (an Eastern Standard Time voice
announcement) to 1992 (the debut of the current voice system) and cover virtually every period in between. Carefully
compiled from ancient source reels by their curator, Lloyd Matthiesen, the tapes represent a remarkable collusion of diligence
and chance -- and in the process, provide the only known gateway into an obscure facet of radio's past.

Great pains were taken to restore and enhance the source material from its disorganized state. The recordings have been
digitally restored, chronologically arranged, and annotated with extensive historical material. Reproductions of relevant original
documents are included whenever possible. In addition, liner notes have been constructed both from Mr. Matthiesen's
personal reminiscences and the archives of the National Institute of Standards and Technology.

The end result is, essentially, the first fully-sanctioned audiovisual history of the American time-signal stations. The booklet
includes full-color reproductions of early QSL cards, listener surveys, station bulletins, publications, and other arcana,
personally selected from the NIST/NBS archives by a specially-appointed team. In addition, there is an extensive timeline, an
essay on the stations' development, and a guide to decoding the stations' various signals, of which there are more than 60
minutes' worth from over 30 years. [A full CD track listing is available upon request. Due to frequent editorial revisions, we
cannot release any portion of the written booklet at this time.]

SW Reception Propagation Radio Tampa

The schedule of Radio Tampa from Japan can be found in the news section of this issue of DX MAGAZINE. Radio Tampa has
a webpage at http://www.tampa.co.jp/, but only in the Japanese language. So no further direct information is available (are
there club members in Japan, who will take a look to this webpage, translate shortwave related information to English and
send it to my email address?). By the way, the online translation service of web pages (Spanish, Portuguese, French, ..) by
Altavista http://babelfish.altavista.com/ is very good, but there is no menu item to translate from Japanese to English. The
postal address of Radio Tampa is given in the WRTH as: 9-15, Akasaka, 1-chome, Minato-ku, Tokyo 107-8373 and Fax No.
+81-3-3583 7441. Best way to tune in outside Asia is on the 31m Band frequencies 9595 and 9760 kHz towards West at
beginning of transmission time. Picture 1, propagation at 2200 UTC, will show you possible reception in Eastern Europe and
the Middle East region. After 2200 UTC the signal strength drops very fast, so one hour later the reception at both regions is
impossible. The earlier you will try to catch this station, the better the conditions. Towards East, propagation conditions are
best at the end of transmission times. Picture 2 will show you possible reception in the western parts of America (good
reception on Hawaii) and Australia at 1000 UTC. The later you will try, the better the signal strength.
