AUSTRALIA / CHILE - Re. CVC Darwin. So indeed shortwave appears to be a done deal for Christian Vision.
And yes, the governmental body that operated the Australian broadcasting transmitters at this time closed the
Darwin/Cox site in 1997, following budget cuts for foreign broadcasting. It is also correct that in 2000 the site had
been leased to Christian Vision for ten years, and probably (although not necessarily) they simply let the lease run
out now instead of renewing it. Now the question is if Broadcast Australia or another operator will step in. It could
happen, but | would not count on it.

Concerning the transmission equipment: At present it consists of one of the original Collins transmitters from 1968
(three such rigs are still in use at Sackville, too) which can now be manually tuned only, requiring about 15 minutes.
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Otherwise it are three rather modern Thomson transmitters, two originally delivered to the Cox site in 1994, the third
one moved in from Carnarvon after this site had been closed in 1996.

Reportedly Christian Vision brought in two Continental 100 kW transmitters from somewhere, replacing the two
other old Collins rigs. Perhaps they are not in use at all, or is there a time when more than four frequencies are

on air simultaneously?

Next question: What about CVC Spanish and the Calera de Tango transmitters? | would not count on Christian
Vision keeping their shortwave activities in Chile either.
