So yet another shortwave site that will go dark on Saturday. And it seems here we finally have the apparent reason
for testing Kostinbrod on some Padarsko (a.k.a. Plovdiv) frequencies back in May: To make a decision about which
site to keep.

These 2 x 100 kW transmitters each appear to be a pair of 50 kW Sneg units, always run in pairs with combiners
already delivered with the transmitters (the 4 x 100 kW at Koenigs Wusterhausen were likewise 8 Sneg transmitters
as well). If | recall correct the DRM, which they will now apparently dump altogether, has finally been run with the
single 250 kW transmitter at Kostinbrod, apparently not reflected yet in this photo gallery (which suggests that the
"100 kW" are rather 70 kW, if the inscription is no misunderstanding):

In fact there used to be another "Sofia" shortwave site, Stolnik, with at least one transmitter identical to ones
installed at Brovary near Kiev. Note the wavelength indicators of which the readable ones refer to 15330, 9700 and

And Padarsko will see a cost-cutting change as well: They will primarily use the three 250 kW transmitter and fall
back upon only one of the 500 kW rigs as the fourth unit they need to run this schedule, in some cases just to make
an immediate beam switch at the hour which the antenna matrix switch presumably does not allow, so they will
rather cut one transmitter off and immediately after that another one on the same frequency but another antenna on.
And here the powers are already for years officially reduced to 170 and 300, respectively, kW. Photos of the

Voice of Guyana - Georgetown, 0347-0418 Oct 6, man announcer talking in English taking phone calls from listeners in Georgetown discussing
local issues. Fair.

COSTA RICA. Radio Exterior de Espafia via Cariari de Pococi, 0224-0305 Nov 6, two men with discussion in Spanish with 5+ 1 time pips at 0230. Program
seemed to end at 0245 followed by woman with light music and some talk. 5+1 time pips, ID followed by the news ready by another woman at 0300.
Fair signal but noisy conditions.

DJIBOUTI. RTV Djibouti, 0304-0336 fade out Sep 16, recitations until man spoke at length in Arabic language. Poor to fair.

BRAZIL. Radio Alvorda - Londrina, 0940-1015 Oct 4, man preaching in Portuguese language alternating with choir vocals. Another man announcer with
ID and frequency announcement at 1001. After another vocal, another man began preaching before a live audience. Fair.

BRAZIL. Radio Daqui - Goiania, 2314-0003" Oct 5, man announcer with brief Portuguese talks and IDs between pop music selections; also noted a few
time checks, periodic ad strings and jingles. Carrier cut mid-song during a romantic vocal. Poor to fair.

SAQO TOME. Voice of America - Pinheira, 0413-0437 Sep 22, English program with African news features and several IDs. 1D followed by news at 0430.
Poor to fair.

COLOMBIA. Alcaravan Radio - Puerto Lleras, 0251-0435 Sep 30, Latin music with |Ds between most songs. 5+ 1 time pips at 0300 under music. At 0301
gave formal ID and frequency announcement in Spanish. Fair to good.

MALI. Radiodiffusion TV Malienne - Bamako, 2326-2359" Sep 14, woman announcer in French language hosting a call-in program with short pop music
selections between listener phone calls. Close down by a woman announcer at 2356 with ID followed by choral National Anthem. Poor to fair.
ROMANIA.Radio Romania International via Galbeni, 2334-2356™ Nov 4, English service to Western Europe and Japan with Traditional Music Box program,
“Sports Weekend” and “Roots” with several IDs. Fair with /7220 (Galbeni) also fair but /9530 (Tiganesti) quite poor.

CHAD. Radio Chad, *0427-0434 Sep 23, open carrier after Radio Netherlands sign off until Balafon IS heard at poor to fair level. NHK World opened with
Spanish announcements by a woman announcer at 0429 with Chad now weakly in background. Chad's orchestra National Anthem could be heard under
NHK opening music. A man with French talk could be heard but not much else after that point as NHK began the news.

SUDAN.Radio Omdurman, 0253-0319 Sep 21, Arabic vocals, 5+ 1 time pips at 0301 followed by man in Arabic with ID and news. More vocals after the
news at 0310. Fair.

MAURITANIA. Radio Mauritanie, 0654-0721 Sep 26, man announcer with talk in Arabic followed by Middle Eastern music at 0701. A man and woman
alternated talking followed by another man with station ID at 0702. Into news program with a man announcer at 0703 which ended at 0716. Music
programming followed. Good signal.

FRENCH GUIANA Family Radio, 2358-0000 Oct 18, looking for English program but heard only familiar theme music at very poor level before being
consumed in the noise.

ALBANIA.Radio Tirana, *0228-0257* Oct 18, IS followed by opening of English program, some vocal selections, cultural features and Sports Round-Up.
Excellent signal although audio somewhat muffled. sign off. Fair but //11670 (Bangalore) was very good.

Poor to fair
reception.

AUSTRIA.Radio Austria International, *0030-0057* Oct 13, sudden on with woman announcer followed by short segment of instrumental music and a
man announcer with News in German language. Many remote reports and some English audio clips of Bidden and Clinton talking about Iranian
assassination plot in Washington, DC of Saudi diplomat. Good.

THAILAND.Radio Thailand World Service, *1157-1209 Sep 22, open carrier followed by ID, IS and English announcement for World Service mentioning
the next program was in Malaysian language. After brief musical interlude, Malaysian program began with ID and news by a man announcer. Poor to fair.

11670.0 INDIA. All India Radio - Bangaluru, 2211-2226 Sep 28, English program with commentary followed by ID and sports program. Good signal. // 9445

(Bangaluru) was also good.

11710.0 CHINA. China National Radio via Beijing, 2312-2336 Nov 4, man announcer in Chinese with news features. Series of announcements at 2319 and again

at 2329 with 1D before resuming news features. Fair.

11715.0 INDIA (Goa). All India Radio - Panaji, 2154-2230* Oct 22, Indian vocals to 2153 man announcer General Overseas Service ID at end of program. News

at 2200 by a woman announcer with headlines followed by stories. 1D at 2205 and again at 2210 with end of news. Commentary by a man about US-
Pakistan Drift Widens". Cultural Roundup and light flute music before sign off.Fair
